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of the machine that one is learning to control the notional machine, and
realizing how the behavior of the physical machine relates to this notional
machine. For example, it is often unclear to a new user whether the information
on the terminal screen is a record of prior interactions between the user and the
computer or a window onto some part of the machine’s innards. Third, there
are problems associated with the notation of the various formal languages that
have to be learned, both mastering the syntax and the underlying semantics. The
semantics may be viewed as an elaboration of the properties and behavior of
the notional machine, crudely sketched above. Fourth, associated with notation
